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rows. 89 (99, 109, 119, 129) sts.
Dec 1 st at beg and end of next 3 (8, 13, 18, 23) 
RS rows as follows - K1, SSK, work as estab to 
last 3 sts, k2tog, k1. 83 sts.

Work even as estab until armholes measure 11 
(11.5, 12, 12.5, 13)” from first armhole BO row, 
ending with a WS row.

Shape Shoulders
BO 7 sts at beg of next 2 rows, BO 6 sts at beg 
of following 2 rows and then BO 6 sts at beg of 
following 2 rows. 45 sts.
Place remaining sts on holder for back of neck.

Front
Work as for Back until armholes measure 9 (9.5, 
10, 10.5, 11)” from first armhole BO row, ending 
with a WS row.

Divide for Neckline
Work as estab across first 31 sts, place next 21 
sts on st holder for front neck and remaining 31 
sts on st holder for right front. 

Shape Left Front
Row 1 (WS): BO 5 sts at neck edge, work to end 

in pats as estab. 26 sts.
Row 2: Work even as estab.
Rows 3-4: Rep Rows 1-2. 21 sts.
Row 5: Work even as estab.
Row 6: Work even to last 3 sts, k2tog, k1.
Row 7: Work even as estab.
Rows 8-9: Rep Rows 6-7. 19 sts.

Shape Left Shoulder
Row 10: BO 7 sts at armhole edge, work to end 

as estab. 12 sts.
Row 11: Work even as estab.
Row 12: BO 6 sts, work to end as estab.
Rows 13-14: Rep Rows 11-12. 0 sts.
Fasten off.

Shape Right Front
Place right front sts on ndl. Join yarn at neck 
edge with RS facing, BO 5 sts at neck edge, 
work to end in pats as estab. 26 sts.
Row 1 (WS): Work even as estab.
Row 2: BO 5 sts at neck edge, work to end as 
    estab. 21 sts.
Row 3: Work even as estab.
Row 4: K1, SSK, work to end as estab.
Row 5: Work even as estab.
Rows 6-7: Rep Rows 4-5. 19 sts.
Row 8: Work even as estab.

Shape Right Shoulder
Row 9: BO 7 sts at armhole edge, work to end 

as estab. 12 sts.
Row 10: Work even as estab.
Row 11: BO 6 sts, work to end as estab.
Row 12-13: Rep Rows 10-11. 0 sts.
Fasten off.
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Sleeves
With larger ndls, CO 55 (55, 57, 59, 61) sts. 
Row 1 (WS): *K1, p1; rep from * to last st, k1.
Row 2: *K1, p1; rep from * to last st, k1.
Rows 3-8: Rep Rows 1-2 an additional 3x.
Row 9: Knit.
Row 10: K16 (16, 17, 18, 19), pm, work Row 1 
    of Branch Pat over next 24 sts, pm, k15 (15, 
    16, 17, 18).
Row 11: Purl to marker || work Row 2 of Branch 

Pat over next 24 sts || purl to end of row.
Row 12: Knit to marker || work next row of 

Branch Pat over next 24 sts || knit to end of 
row.

Row 13: Purl to marker || work next row of 
Branch Pat over next 24 sts || purl to end of 
row.

Row 14: K-fb, knit to marker || work next row of 
    Branch Pat over next 24 sts || knit to last 2 sts, 
    k-fb, k1. 57 (57, 59, 61, 63) sts
Row 15: Rep Row 13.
Rep Rows 12-15 an additional 18x. 93 (93, 95, 
97, 99) sts.

Work even in pats as estab until sleeve mea-
sures 18” from beg or desired length to under-
arm, ending with a WS row.

Shape Sleeve Cap
BO 5 sts at the beg of next 2 rows, then BO 2 
sts at beg of following 4 rows. 75 (75, 77, 79, 81) 
sts.
Dec 1 st at beg and end of next 9 (9, 9, 10, 10) 
RS rows as follows - K1, SSK, work as estab to 
last 3 sts, k2tog, k1. 57 (57, 59, 59, 61) sts.
Work even in pat as estab for 3 (3.5, 4, 4.5, 
4.5)”. Dec 1 st at beg and end of next 9 (9, 10, 
10, 11) RS rows. 39 sts.
Work next WS row even as estab.
BO 2 sts at beg of next 4 rows, then BO 5 sts at 
beg of following 2 rows. 21 sts.

Saddle Strap
Work 1st and last 4 sts of saddle rows in st st 
and center 13 sts in Sts 6-18 of Branch Pat as 
estab until saddle strap is the same length as 
BO shoulder edges, approx 4”. BO all sts and 
fasten off.

Finishing
Block sweater pieces to finished measurements.  
Sew saddle straps in place along BO shoulder 
edges. Sew sleeve caps into armholes. Sew side 
seams up from first st st row, leaving side slit 
bordered by Seed St open. Sew sleeve seams.

Neckband
With smaller circular ndl and RS of sweater 
facing, place 45 back of neck sts onto ndl and 
work across them in Branch Pat as estab, pu 19 
sts across left saddle strap and 16 sts down left 
front neck edge, place 21 front neck sts onto ndl 
and work across them in Branch Pat as estab, 
pu 16 sts up right front neck edge and 19 sts 
across right saddle. 136 sts
Rnd 1: Purl.
Rnd 2: *K1, p1; rep from * to end of rnd.
Rnd 3: *P1, k1; rep from * to end of rnd.
Rep Rnds 2-3 an additional 2x. BO all sts in pat 
and fasten off. Weave in ends.
